This guide will be most helpful to homeowners wanting to start a backyard orchard and to garden centers and retail nurseries 
wanting help to provide fruit trees to their consumers. 
 
Bareroot or container?:  Most of the varieties listed, as well as many other varieties and strains (just ask), are available as bareroot trees.  
Typically they have a one-year top and a two-year root.  Sizes can range from little 3/8” caliper trees, only 3-4 feet tall, to the sizes that we 
encourage BYF growers to plant--- ¾” caliper trees, which are 5-8 feet tall.  Many of these varieties are also available in containers for local 
pickup at our nursery in Coloma, Michigan (Southwestern Michigan).  These usually are nicely grown trees, which have been potted and 
grown for at least one season, sometimes more.  These trees cannot be shipped directly to backyard growers, while all bareroot can. 
 
We can deliver wholesale quantities of containerized trees to garden centers and retail nurseries in the Southwest Michigan area.  Contact 
us directly.  We are happy to work with and advise garden centers new to handling fruit trees which varieties and rootstocks would be the 
best for their local clientele.  We offer specialized services and will personalize our service to meet your needs.

(H) usually indicates an “old time”  heritage or antique 
variety.  Approximate ripening orders and dates given for Southwest Michigan  (Zone 6).  Yours may vary considerably.  Hardiness Zones 
sometimes indicated as a guide to the hardiest zone commonly grown commercially.

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Yellow Transparent (H) (Zone 3) --- The earliest 
summer apple.  Round, cream yellow.  Mildly acid, but 
juicy and tender.  Excellent for eating and for apple 
sauce.  Fine texture.  Bruises easily.  Has no equal in 
some people’s opinion. 
  
Lodi (H) (Zone 4) --- Early summer apple that was 
intended to be an improved Yellow Transparent.  
Yellow and somewhat more tart.  Ripens mid-July.  
Good for many of the same uses as Yellow 
Transparent, but not as high in eating quality. 
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Pristine® (DR) (Zone 5) --- An excellent early yellow 
summer apple.  Smooth glossy skin.  Sweet and firm.  
Excellent keeper.  Very disease resistant except for 
some fireblight susceptibility.  One of the best overall 
early summer apples.  Premium 
 
Earligold™  (Zone 5) --- A excellent summer apple.  
Yellow, sweet-tart.  Much better eating and storing 
quality than Lodi, much firmer and sweeter.  Ripens 
early to mid-August.  Premium 
 
Williams Pride (DR)(P) (Zone 5) ---  A large dark 
purple red summer apple.  Crisp with a rich flavor.  
Stores well.

Summermac (Arends cv) (Zone 5) -- One of the first 
high quality red summer apples.  McIntosh-like in 
flavor and texture.  Keeps quite well. 
 
Red Gravenstein (H) (Zone 5) --- Old time variety 
great for eating or cooking.  Large, striped, hardy. 
 
Whitney Crab (H) (Zone 3) ---A very hardy,  large 
crabapple suitable for pickling or jelly. 
 
RedFree (DR) (Zone 5) --- Similar in appearance and 
flavor to Jonathan, but milder.  Bright red over a 
yellow background.  An excellent dessert quality 
apple.  Resistant to scab, fire blight, mildew and rust.

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Ginger Gold® (Zone 5) --- Very similar in appearance 
to Golden Delicious, but with a somewhat spicy flavor.  
Ripens in late August.  Very susceptible to fire-blight.  
Premium 
 
Zestar!® (Zone 4) --- An excellent, dessert quality 
apple from the University of Minnesota breeding 
program.  Very crisp and juicy.  Keeps for 6-8 weeks.   
Premium  
 
Sansa (Zone 6) ---  A Gala x Akane cross from Japan.  
Excellent, firm dessert apple.   
 
Molly’s Delicious (Zone 6) -- Not a true red delicious, 
but similar in appearance.  Large, good eating, but 
only moderately firm.  Not a long term keeper. 
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Lustre Elstar ValStar™  (Zone 6) --- A patented red 
strain of Lustre Elstar.  A very popular eating apple 
from Europe.  Attractive color.  Sweet, tart flavor.  
Ripens early September.  Premium 
 
Jonamac (Zone 3) ---  An early McIntosh type apple.  
Firm and crisp.  Medium sized.  Dark metallic red 
color. 
 
Red Gala (Zone 5) --- One of the most popular apple 
varieties.  Attractive red-striped fruit with yellow 
background.  Aromatic, crisp, and sweet.  Productive.  
Ripens first half-September.  Many strains available, 
varying mostly by intensity of color and striping.  
Royalties typically accompany our Gala strains.  
Premium on most strains, except Royal Gala. 
 
Wealthy (H) (Zone 3) ---A old-time eating and cooking 
apple.  Hardy and productive.  Resistant to apple 
scab, fire blight and rust. 
 
Red McIntosh (H) (Zone 3) --- In a class by itself---
needs no description!  Ripens mid-September.  
Premium on most strains, except regular McIntosh 
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Akane  (Zone 5) ---  Also known as Prime Red.  Juicy 
white flesh with a distinctive flavor and good aroma.  
High dessert quality.  Bright red.  Medium size.  A 
cross of Jonathan and Pearmain.

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Honeycrisp™   (Zone 4) ---   The current star of the 
apple industry.  This apple has created more 
excitement than normal with consumers because of its 
intense and explosive crispness.  Crunchy and juicy 
with excellent flavor.  Attractive large,  mottled and  
bicolor red with a straw yellow background.  Excellent 
hardiness.  A good bearer.  Keeps well.  If you like 
“crunch” to your apples, you will find nothing to 
compare to Honeycrisp™!   Premium  
 
Red Jonathan (H) (Zone 5) --- Hardly needs a 
description since it is one of the most popular old-time 
apples in the Midwest.  Red, crisp, juicy, sweet-tart.  
Makes great pies and sauce.   Premium on some 
strains, except regular Jonathan. 
 
Jonafree™ (DR) (Zone 5) --- Scab resistant apple 
very similar in taste and appearance to regular 
Jonathan.   
 
Cortland (H) (Zone 4) --- Beautiful large red apple 
with pure white flesh.  Excellent eating quality with its 
own distinct flavor.   Premium on most strains, 
except regular Cortland. 
 
Fameuse (Snow Apple) (H) (Zone 4) --- This is a real 
old timer with a great reputation.  Small to medium red 
fruit over a cream skin.  White, tender, spicy aromatic 
flesh with a distinct flavor.  Excellent for cider, fresh 
eating or cooking.  Very hardy.  Fair to good storage 
qualities.  Was the parent of McIntosh. 
 
Wolf River (H) (Zone 3) --- This old timer is known for 
its huge size, sometimes over a pound each.  Pale red 
color over pale yellow skin.  Soft and tender flesh with 
a sub-acid flavor.  Not very juicy.  Excellent for baking 
whole and drying.  Resistant to scab, mildew, fire 
blight and cedar apple rust.  Very hardy. 
 
Liberty (DR) (Zone 4) --- Similar in appearance to a 
McIntosh, but more tart and crisp and a more brilliant 
red color.  Resistant to scab and most apple diseases.  
Highly recommended. 
 

Spartan (Zone 4) --- A late September variety that is 
very similar to McIntosh in most respects. 
 
Macoun (Zone 4) ---A high quality dessert apple, 
similar in appearance to McIntosh.  Late September. 
 
Swiss Gourmet™  (Zone 5) --- A popular eating 
apple from Europe.  Distinct flavor, sweet and tart.  
Red-blushed with creamy flesh.  May russet in most 
areas, but eating quality is unaffected.  Also known as 
Arlet.  Premium 
 
Grimes Golden (H) (Zone 5) --- An old time heritage 
variety.  Medium size, bright yellow fruit.  Crisp and 
fine grained.  Rich aromatic spicy flavor.  A superior 
dessert apple good for cider and kitchen uses except 
for baking.  Very juicy. 
 
Early Fuji (Zone 6) --- We offer several very early 
strains with true Fuji characteristics.  Will ripen to a 
sugar sweetness here with excellent flavor as a Fuji 
should.  Ripens in late September, a full 4-6 weeks 
before regular Fuji.  September Wonder® and Auvil 
Early Fuji™ are the two most popular strains we offer.  
Premium on all strains. 
 
Golden Delicious (H) (Zone 5) --- Ripens in mid-late 
September.  One of the best all around purpose 
apples.  Great for fresh eating or baking.  Available as 
the russet-resistant “Gibson” strain or old-time original 
regular Golden Delicious (Mullins cv).  Similar in most 
respects, but some feel the regular strain is better 
eating than the russet-resistant strain. 
 
Regular Red Delicious (H) (Zone 5) --- An excellent 
strain of non-spur Delicious with good eating 
characteristics. 
 
Spur Red Delicious (H) (Zone 5) --- An excellent 
spurred strain of Delicious.  More compact and dwarf  
than regular.  Premium on some strains. 
 
Empire (Zone 4) --- Empire is an excellent eating and 
cooking apple, sometimes reminding one of Jonathan-
-- sometimes McIntosh.  Medium size, crisp and juicy.  
Excellent for fresh or baking.  Premium on most 
strains, except original Empire. 
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Haralson (H) (Zone 3)--- An extra hardy variety that 
has been around for a long time.  Crisp, juicy, firm, 
white flesh.  Mild but pleasant tart flavor.  Good for all 
uses.  Stores well.  Vigorous and productive, but 
sometimes an alternate year bearer.   
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Smokehouse (H) (Zone 4) --- An old time heritage 
variety.  Very good quality eating and baking apple.  
Good for cider.  Red-striped, yellow fruit.  Tender but 
firm yellowish flesh.  Reliable and hardy cropper.   
 
Chestnut Crab (Zone 3)--- A large gourmet crab 
apple.  Crisp, juicy and sweet flesh with a pleasant 
nut-like flavor.  Fruit hangs well and ripens over a long 
period time. 
 
Red Jonagold (Zone 5) --- Outstanding eating and 
cooking apple.  Larger and more flavorful than 
Jonathan.  Cross between Jonathan and Golden 
Delicious.  Premium on most strains, except 
regular Jonagold. 
 
Freedom (DR) (Zone 4) ---  A large, multi-purpose 
disease resistant apple good for fresh eating, sauce 
and cider.  Red striped over a yellow background.  
Cream colored, medium firm flesh.  Resistant to apple 
scab and moderately resistant to mildew and fire 
blight.  Premium. 
 
Melrose (Zone 5) --- A good eating and cooking 
apple, popular in the Ohio region.   
 
Idared (Zone 4) --- Similar in eating and cooking 
characteristics to Jonathan.  Pinkish red color.  Very 
productive tree.  Stores well.  Large size and a 
dependable producer. 
 
Honeygold ((Zone 3) ---  A cold hardy variety very 
similar to Golden Delicious in flavor.  As hardy as 
Haralson.  Medium-large, golden-greenish-yellow fruit 
with a smooth finish and reddish bronze blush.  
Sweeter, but blander than Golden Delicious.   
 
Spur-type Winter Banana (H) (Zone 5) ---  A spur 
type form of the old time Banana apple.  Good for 
fresh eating and cider.  One of the most beautiful 
apples.  Pale yellow, waxy looking fruit with a beautiful 
rosy blush.  Moderately firm with an aromatic flavor 

similar to Bananas.  Now often used for its excellent 
pollination characteristics.

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Northern Spy (H) (Zone 4) --- This old timer is ugly, 
but makes the best pies you ever had!  Large red 
striped, greenish apples.  Crisp and firm flesh that 
holds up well in pies.  Stores well.  Very vigorous tree 
and slow to come into bearing.  Hardy.   
 
Mutsu-Crispin (Zone 5) --- A very large yellow-green 
apple from Japan.  Eats like a Golden Delicious.  Very 
vigorous, spreading tree.  Can be alternate bearing.  A 
triploid requiring another good pollinator to set 
consistently.  Can bear excellent crops of large fruit.  
A good keeper whose flavor improves after harvest. 
 
Albemarle Pippin (H) (Zone 5) --- A old time heritage 
variety that was once an important commercial variety 
a hundred years ago.  Medium large fruit with 
excellent quality.  Greenish yellow fruit.  Good keeper. 
 
Red Rome (H) (Zone 5) ---  A old-timer, still very 
popular for pies and sauce.  Medium large, firm fruit.  
Good keeper.  Not a dessert apple. Premium on 
some strains.  
 
Red York (H) (Zone 4) --- A popular eating, cooking, 
and processing apple in the Northeast. 
 
Red Stayman (H) (Zone 5) ---An old-time favorite.  
Large, red stripy apple with a somewhat rough finish.  
Excellent, unique spicy-wine like flavor.  Premium on 
some strains. 
 
Red Winesap (H) (Zone 5) --- An old-time favorite.  
Medium size, dark red apple.  Smoother than 
Stayman, but more intense flavor.  Late October. 
 
Enterprise (DR) (Zone 5) ---A medium to large 
disease resistant apple with good keeping qualities.  
Deep red color.  Immune to apple scab and resistant 
to fire blight, cedar apple rust, and mildew.  Premium. 
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Arkansas Black (H) (Zone 6) --- Highly attractive dark 
red fruit.  Distinct flavor.  Good for eating, processing 
and cider.  Ripens late October-early November. 
 
Braeburn (Zone 6) --- A very late introduction from 
New Zeeland.  Attractive red striped fruit.  Very crisp 
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and juicy.  Flavor somewhat like Jonathan.  Good 
keeper.  Very popular.  Picks early November in 
Michigan.  Will be very tart when picked, but mellows 
after a few weeks.  Premium on most strains, 
except regular Braeburn. 
 
Red Fuji (Zone 6) --- Similar to the very late ripening 
original strain noted for its sweetness and excellent 
flavor and crispness.  May not ripen to high sweetness 
in Michigan in most seasons, but will have intense 
flavor--- more so than western grown Fuji.  Premium 
on some strains.   

Granny Smith (Zone 6) --- This lime green, tart, crisp 
apple created a new class of apple in the 80’s when it 
was introduced from New Zeeland.  May never ripen 
properly here, but still will give that intense, tart flavor 
experience for those who like it. 
 
Goldrush (DR) (Zone 6)--- One of the latest maturing 
apples, but an excellent keeper.  Sweet, crisp unique 
flavor.  Very firm.   Good for pies and sauce.  
Resistant to scab and fire blight.   Premium.

Apple Pollination:  Plant at least two different varieties for better success.  Almost all apples require pollination from another variety to 
successfully set good crops of fruit.  While there can be quite a wide difference  from the earliest blooming varieties to the latest blooming 
varieties, typically there is sufficient overlap in bloom times that most varieties will successfully pollinate each other to set an adequate crop 
in the backyard orchard.  In addition, many ornamental crab trees used in the landscape offer good sources of pollen too.  Large fruit size is 
dependent on a number of factors, but two important ones are how many seeds are set in the fruit as well as how many fruit are set on the 
trees.  Too many fruit on the trees will require hand thinning in order to reduce the crop load.  We recommend planting at least two trees of 
different varieties for best fruit set. 
 
Apple Rootstocks:  We try to offer almost all apple varieties in semi-dwarf rootstocks, but many are available on more dwarfing rootstocks 
also.  Contact us for availability of these.  Two of the most popular semi-dwarf rootstocks are EMLA 7 and EMLA 111.  Most apple varieties 
are budded onto these and are quite available for the backyard fruit grower.  Both are well suited to most soils.   
 Semi-Dwarf EMLA  111 will typically grow into the bigger tree, is somewhat slower to bear fruit early, but is very hardy and 
productive.  It is well anchored with fewer suckers than EMLA 7.  Considered about 85% of a standard seedling tree. 
 Semi-Dwarf EMLA 7 will typically grow into a tree considered by most to be about 50% of a standard tree on seedling root.  It can 
be trained and trimmed to a height ranging from 12’ to 15’ usually.  More severe trimming to a lower height when older will usually result in 
excess growth of upright “water sprouts” in the tree which must be removed every year.  EMLA 7 is generally well anchored, but may have a 
tendency to lean or tip when older and are subjected to heavy crops or hard prevailing winds.  EMLA 7 is known to grow a lot of rootstock 
suckers at the base of the tree, which will need to be trimmed or cut off periodically.  It is hardy and a desirable rootstock, regardless of these 
problems. 
 For descriptions of other rootstocks, please go to our website www.ForFruitTrees.com.  More dwarf and fully dwarf rootstocks are 
suitable for growers with very limited space in their landscapes.  Contact us regarding varieties that are available.

Pear Pollination:  Plant at least two different varieties for better success.  While a few pears are considered somewhat self-fruitful, it is 
almost always necessary to plant two different varieties for best success. 
 
Pear Rootstocks:  Pears in general are not as vigorous as apples, so even a pear on a seedling or standard rootstock can be maintained in 
a size range similar to Semi-dwarf EMLA 7 apple trees.  OHxF 97 and 87 rootstocks are becoming more common as semi-dwarfing 
rootstocks for pears.  They are more precocious, resulting in earlier and heavier fruiting.  Being “clonal” rootstocks, they do not show the 
genetic variability that seedling roots show.  This results in more consistent behavior.  Both will be more dwarf than seedling root, with OHxF 
97 being the more vigorous and OHxF 87 being slightly more dwarfing.  Both OHxF rootstocks are widely available, with OHxF 97 being the 
most available on almost all varieties.

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Harrow Delight (Harrow Sweet) (Zone 5)--- A high 
quality, smooth flesh pear similar to Bartlett with little 
grit.  Medium size.  Yellow with red blush.  Noted for 
increased fire blight resistance. 
 
Moonglow  (Zone 5)--- A good quality early pear.  
Medium sized, dull yellow fruit with a pink blush.  
Juicy, soft, white flesh with a smooth texture.  Mild 
flavor with almost no grit cells.  Good for fresh use or 
canning.

Clapp’s Favorite (H) (Zone 5) --- Very sweet and 
juicy large yellow skinned pear with pink speckled 
skin.  Very flavorful, white, fine grained flesh, no grit 
cells.  Good for eating and canning.  Not a good 
keeper.

Red Clapp’s Favorite (Zone 5) --- A red strain of 
Clapp’s ripening in mid-August.

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Bartlett (H) (Zone 5) --- An old-time favorite.  Good for 
eating and canning.  Keeps well for several weeks.  
Juicy and flavorful with moderate grittiness.  
Moderately susceptible to fire blight. 
 
Red Bartlett (Zone 5) --- A red strain of the common 
Bartlett pear.  Same qualities but with more appealing 
appearance. 
 
Shinseiki (New Century) Asian Pear (Zone 6) --- 
Superior in flavor to Hosui.  Requires heavy thinning 
to increase fruit size.  Crisp, creamy, white flesh with 
mild sweet flavor.  Hangs on tree for several weeks.  
Vigorous and spreading tree.

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Flemish Beauty (H) (Zone 4) --- A very hardy, large 
round pear.  Thick, clear yellow skin with tender and 
sweet flesh.   

 
Seckel (H) (Zone 5) ---  Also known as “Sugar or 
Honey  Pear”.  Small, sweet, productive.  Good 
resistance to fire blight.  Easy to grow.  Skin is 
brownish with a red blush. 
 
Twentieth Century Asian Pear (Zone 6) --- One of 
the best asian pears.  Medium size, round, yellow fruit 
with a greenish mottling.  Thin, tender skin.  Extremely 
juicy, crisp flesh.  Mild flavor.  Very productive.  Hand 
thin to one fruit per cluster.   
 
Hosui Asian Pear (Zone 6) --- Sweet and pleasing 
flavor.  Crisp without the graininess of most pears.  
Medium size fruit with brownish russet.  White flesh.  
One of the best keepers.

Kieffer (H) (Zone 4) --- One of the most hardy and 
blight resistant pears.  Good eating and canning 
quality and ease of growing make it a favorite of home 
gardeners. 
 
Luscious (Zone 4) --- A very hardy pear developed in 
North Dakota.  Excellent dessert pear.  Medium size, 
bright yellow fruit with a red blush.  Sweet flavor 
similar to Bartlett.  Not well suited for canning.   
 
D’Anjou (H) (Zone 5) --- High quality, popular pear.  
Better eating quality than Bartlett.  More blight 
resistant than Bartlett.  Stores well. 
 
Bosc (H) (Zone 5)--- A late russet pear with excellent 
eating and storing characteristics.  A favorite in the 
stores. 
 
Russeted Bosc (Zone 5)  --- Similar in all respects to 
regular Bosc, but with almost a complete russeting of 
the skin.  May be bronze or golden colored.  Premium 
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 We personally favor the “Haven” series of  peaches for the backyard fruit grower, since they are noted for their good flavor and 
hardiness.  Bred in Southwest Michigan in the 1940s and 50s by Michigan State University, they are older varieties with less color in general 
than the newer ones.  We now consider most to be heritage (H) varieties, but still excellent choices for home gardeners.   
 We also offer all of the Flamin’Fury® series of peaches and the Stella® series of peaches.  These have recently been bred and 
introduced in Southwest Michigan in the 1990s, but are noted for their high red color, good flavor, excellent firmness and keeping quality and 
hardiness.  Most pick over a shorter period than the Haven varieties.  All of the Flamin’Fury® and Stellar® varieties are premium varieties 
with substantial royalty charges.  All of these peaches may be viewed on our website www.ForFruitTrees.com.  The most notable ones we 
think worthy for backyard growers are included below. 
 Most of the peach and nectarine varieties we offer do best in Zone 6, with a few exhibiting more hardiness.  Most may often be 
grown with success in Zone 5, as long as winter temperatures do not regularly drop below -20degrees F.  A few are hardy into Zone 4.   The 
zone indicated is the one where they seem to survive and perform without trouble, but you may be able to grow them successfully in the next 
colder zone with care.     
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Flamin’Fury® PF# 1  (-30 days)  (Zone 6)--- One of 
the best early peaches.  Medium size, good color and 
flavor.  Nice red color over yellow background.  Partial 
clingstone as most early varieties are.  Tolerant of 
bacterial spot.  For fresh eating only. 
Premium. 
 
Early RedHaven (-14 days) (Zone 5) --- Very similar 
to Red Haven, which it is a mutation of.  Semi-
clingstone.  As tolerant to bacterial spot as RedHaven.  
Good for fresh eating only. 
 
Firebrite Nectarine (-7 days) (Zone 6) --- A very nice 
early nectarine with good size and flavor. 
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RedHaven (H) (0 days) (Zone 5) --- The “gold 
standard” by which all peaches are still being  
compared to.  One of the best flavored peaches for 
eating, canning and freezing.  Mostly freestone.  Very 
hardy and productive. Good resistance to bacterial 
spot.   
 
Reliance (0 days) (Zone 4 to 5) --- Reputed to be one 
of the most hardy of peaches.  Good size and flavor.  
Good for fresh eating, canning and freezing.    
Freestone. 
 
Golden Jubilee (H)(+5 days) (Zone 5) --- An old-time 
heritage variety.  Medium sized, yellow peach with 
good flavor.

This red peach is very flat with a miniscule pit.  White 
fleshed and good eating.

GloHaven (H)(+14 days) (Zone 6) --- Very large, 
excellent color and flavor.  Freestone.  Good for 
canning.

Excellent hardiness 
and productivity.  Good flavor.  Good for all uses. 
 
Flavortop Nectarine (+21 days) (Zone 6) ---  An 
excellent mid-season nectarine with good size and 
flavor. 
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Baby Gold #5 (H) (+24 days) (Zone 6) --- One of the 
standards in clingstone peaches used for canning in 
the Midwest and East.  Quite attractive, large, 
flavorful, firm fleshed.  Excellent for eating too. 
 
Madison (+24 days) (Zone 5)--- A medium size, bright 
red peach with excellent flavor.  Has show good 
resistance to spring frosts, so is considered on of the 
hardier peaches for marginal areas.   
 
Veteran (+24 days) (Zone 4 to 5) --- Considered one 
of the hardiest peaches.  Bred in Canada.  Excellent 
for fresh, canning or freezing.  Golden yellow with a 
red blush.

CrestHaven (H) (+27 days) (Zone 5) --- Not highly 
colored, but one of the best flavored of all peaches.

6)--- A very nice white flesh peach we really like. 
 
Elberta (H) (+34 days) (Zone 5) --- Red Haven 
pushed out Elberta as the “gold standard” for 
comparison.  However, this yellow peach is still great 
for eating or canning.  Hardy and productive.

Peach and Nectarine Pollination:   Almost all varieties of peach and nectarine are self-fruitful.  They usually do not require another variety 
for pollination.  While another variety might help set more fruit, there is usually no problem with a single isolated tree setting a crop that will 
require thinning.  If your trees are not setting good crops, usually pollination is not a problem.  Late spring frost or possibly severe winter 
temperatures may be the problem with buds freezing. 
 
Peach and Nectarine Rootstocks:  Almost all varieties of peach are widely available on common peach seedling rootstocks which are 
hardy for almost all peach areas.  Because a peach tree typically does not grow to a large size, they are often commonly referred to as 
“semi-dwarf”, but this is somewhat of a misnomer since on most peach seedling rootstocks they will reach their full potential height and 
breadth if left untrimmed to control size.  A peach tree can usually be maintained to a 10-12’ width and 8-10’ height without problem by not 
over-fertilizing it and by trimming to maintain its size.  You should aim to grow 18-36” inches of new growth in the tops of the trees every 
season for best health.  Less than 12” of growth indicates too little fertilization and more than 36” indicates excess fertilization in our 
experience.  Remember that trimming annually, late in the spring, before active growth starts, will help decrease the amount of fertilizer you 
may need to apply.  Late pruning when active growth is going on will require somewhat more fertilization. 
 True dwarfing rootstocks are sometimes available, but we have not usually found them to be satisfactory.   
 
========================================================================================================== 
 
Cherry Pollination:  All varieties of cherries will benefit from cross-pollinating with another cherry, even self-fruitful varieties. 
 Tart cherries are more self-fruitful and typically will set adequate crops on their own, so isolated or single trees will set nice crops. 
 Almost all varieties of sweet cherries REQUIRE another pollinator sweet cherry.  Some varieties are self-fertile and we have 
indicated them.  They may be planted singly, but will produce more and better crops if planted with another variety.  Often self-fertile varieties 
are good pollinators for regular sweet cherry varieties.  ALWAYS PLANT TWO OR MORE SWEET CHERRIES TOGETHER FOR BEST 
RESULTS. 
 
Cherry Rootstocks:  Almost all varieties of sweet and tart cherries are available on standard seedling rootstocks--- the two most common 
being: 
 Mazzard--- the most common full-size rootstock for sweet cherries and often used for tart cherries.  Considered to be 100% of a 
tree.  They are vigorous, well rooted, and will tolerate most soils, except very wet, poorly drained soils.  Trees on mazzard are the slowest to 
come into production.  Sweet cherries on mazzard can mature to 20 feet in height , but can be maintained in the 12-15 foot range with proper 
training.  Tart cherries will be slightly shorter.  Mazzard is the slowest to come into production and you can expect to wait several years to 
see fruit on sweet cherry trees.   
 Mahaleb--- the most common rootstock for tart cherries.  More precocious and size controlling--- about 85% of a tree.  Often called 
“semi-dwarf” because of this.  Sometimes used for sweet cherries that are bud compatible with it, but not typically offered.  Mahaleb requires 
a well drained soil to thrive.  Do not plant it on wet , poorly drained sites. 

Exciting Dwarf Cherry Rootstocks 
 Gisela® rootstocks--- The most exciting new “dwarfing” rootstocks to become widely available for sweet cherries (will work for tart 
cherries also).  Gisela® rootstocks come in several clones, varying mostly in how dwarfing they are.  Their most valuable trait is that they 
encourage early and heavy fruiting of sweet cherry.  You can be in sweet cherry production in half the time it takes for trees planted on 
mazzard.  The two most widely available Gisela®  roots available commonly are: 
 Gisela® 5--- the most dwarfing and precocious rootstock.  Widely adaptable to most soil types.  In the Eastern US they are 
purported to reduce tree size by 50%.  G 5’s biggest drawback is that they enhance productivity so much that often trees will “runt out” and 
stop growing, because they are setting and producing too much fruit.  Care needs to be taken in pruning and fertilizing to balance annual 
growth with annual fruit production.  This may require more pruning than normal (versus mazzard root) to encourage more vigorous growth.  
One may also want to hand thin a heavy crop by removing some fruiting spurs.   
 Gisela® 6--- a more desirable stock that does not reduce size as much, but still enhances early, heavy fruiting.  This rootstock is 
proving to be more manageable for vigor and crop load.  As widely adaptable as G 5, we recommend Gisela® 6 it whenever possible. 
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Chelan™ Dark Sweet Cherry (-10 days)--- Nice firm 
dark red cherry.  Shows more crack resistance than 
Bing.  Medium size with good flavor.   
 
Sam Dark Sweet Cherry (-7 days)--- Large, crack 
resistant, and productive.  Firm and hardy.  A good 
pollinator for most varieties 
 
Jubileum® Tart Cherry (-7 days)--- A high quality 
dark red tart cherry with dark purple flesh and juice.  
About 10 days before Montmorency.  Will hang on 
tree well with no loss of quality--- it just gets sweeter.  
Will pick with a dry stem scar and store well.   
 
Early Richmond Tart Cherry (-7 days) --- An early 
mutation of Montmorency tart cherry but 10-14 days 
earlier.  Not quite as good a quality cherry.  For pies 
and canning. 
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WhiteGold® Light Blush Sweet Cherry (0 days)--- A 
beautiful new cherry from Cornell.  Large yellow 
cherry with a shiny red blush.  Self-fertile.  Good crack 
resistance.  Excellent hardiness and productivity.  
Vigorous tree that is tolerant of Cherry Leaf Spot.   
 
Danube® Tart Cherry (0 days)--- A nice companion to 
Jubileum®, but 5 days later.  Bright red fruit with red 
flesh and juice.  Similar in quality and storability to 
Jubileum®.  Almost sweet cherry eating quality! 
 
Royal Ann or Napoleon Light Blush Sweet  (0 days) -
-- Excellent white cherry with good crack resistance 
from rain.  Ripens mid-late June.  Good for eating or 
canning.  A good old dependable standby. 
 
Ranier Light Blush Sweet  (0 days) --- A big, beautiful 
light blush cherry that has made an impact in the 

produce isle.  Larger and less hardy  than Royal Anne, 
and cracks more.   
 
Bing Dark Sweet (0 days) --- The standard for dark 
sweet cherries.  More prone to cracking in the East 
than in the dry Western areas.   
 
Stella Dark Sweet Cherry (0 days) --- A large, black 
red fruit with rich flavor.  Self-fertile.  Moderately 
susceptible to cracking, but better than Bing.  
Vigorous tree.  A good pollinator.   
 
Hedelfingen Dark Sweet (+5 days) --- A nice dark red 
cherry with excellent crack resistance.  Very 
productive, hardy and vigorous. 
 
Van Dark Sweet (+5 days) --- Very hardy, but less 
crack resistant than Hedelfingen.  A god pollinator for 
many varieties. 
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Montmorency Tart Cherry (+7 days) --- The standard 
tart cherry for pies.  Early-mid-July.  Heavy crops of 
medium size tart cherries.  White fleshed with clear 
juice.   Susceptible to Cherry Leaf Spot. 
 
BlackGold™ Dark Sweet Cherry (+7 days) --- A sister 
cherry to WhiteGold®.  Self-fertile.  Very hardy and 
late blooming.  Good crack resistance.  Dark purple 
flesh.  Excellent producer and grower friendly.   
 
Balaton™ Tart Cherry (+14 days) --- A new tart cherry 
with red juice.  Has more “meat” than Montmorency.  
Tree is less susceptible to Cherry Leaf Spot than 
Montmorency. 
 
Regina™ Dark Sweet Cherry (+16 days) --- An 
introduction from Germany with excellent crack 
resistance.  Blooms late.  Large firm dark colored fruit.   
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Gold Yellow Sweet Cherry (+17 days)  --- Medium 
sized golden colored cherry.  Very firm and extremely 
crack resistant.  Very hardy and disease resistant.  
Best for canning.  Mid-July. 

 
Meteor Tart Cherry (+17 days) --- A large tart cherry 
known for its excellent hardiness.  Very productive 
and resistant to cherry leaf spot.

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Goldcot Apricot--- Very hardy and productive.  
Golden orange fruits.  No pollinator required.  Bred in 
Michigan and tolerates hard winters. 
 
Methley (J) Purple-Red Plum--- A fine quality and 
attractive red flesh.  Sweet and juicy.  Distinctive 
flavor.  Self-fruitful, but a good pollinator for Shiro. 
 
Shiro (J) Yellow Plum--- Round, medium size, 
productive.  Golden-yellow, sweet semi-clingstone 
fruit.  A good pollinator for Methley and Santa Rosa.  
Late July. 
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Santa Rosa (J)Red Plum--- Large, round reddish 
purple fruit, with red flesh.  Self fruitful and fairly hardy.  
Early August. 
 
Early Italian (E) Purple Prune--- Large purple prune 
ripens in mid-late August. 
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Italian (E) Purple Prune--- Ripens late August.  Good 
for canning or eating. 
 
Greengage (E) Plum--- Green, prune shaped plum 
ripens in late August.

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Stanley (E) Purple Prune--- Great prune for eating or 
canning.  Early September. 
 
Elephant Heart (J) Red Plum--- Very hardy, large, 
reddish-purple tasty plum.  Early-mid Sept.  Needs to 
be pollinated by other Japanese varieties. 
 
Damson (E) Purple Plum--- Small, round, tart purple 
plum great for jelly but not for fresh eating.

Pollination:   Apricot:  Goldcot is usually considered self-fertile and should set crops without another variety, but most apricots benefit from 
being pollinated by another variety.  We can provide other varieties from the Harrow series and elsewhere to lengthen the season and 
provide additional pollination. 
 Plums & Prunes:  Japanese plums require another Japanese plum for best pollination.  Always plant two! European plums and 
prunes are more self-fruitful and usually will self-pollinate.  However, cross-pollination is very beneficial.  We recommend two also.   
 
Rootstocks: Please advise us of your soil type when ordering.  Peach rootstock is commonly used on apricots, plums and prunes in more 
arid regions with well drained soils.  They will perform well in sandy, well drained soils in the East.  If you have poorly drained soils, we 
recommend myrobalan plum rootstock for plums and prunes, and mandchurian apricot for apricots.  Both will tolerate heavier soils and will 
usually perform better in the East and Midwest.   
 We offer no “true” dwarfing rootstocks for apricot, plum, and prunes, but trees can usually be grown to sizes comparable to peach 
and semi-dwarf EMLA 7 apples.   
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General Terms & Conditions of Sale 
 
 
THE COMPANY:  The term “the Company”  as used herein, shall be understood to mean  in all cases, either or both, Vanguard Nursery, Moser’s 
Ornamental Nursery Specialties (both divisions of Moser Fruit Tree Sales, Inc.) or Moser Fruit Tree Sales, Inc., itself, as the case may be on the 
accompanying sale. 
 
PRICES: Prices herein or quoted by the Company are intended for wholesale trade only and cancel all previous quotations.  Prices are based on 
present market conditions and are subject to change without notice.  All transactions to be in “U.S. Funds.”  Prices are F.O.B. the supplying nursery.  
Freight and other required charges will be added to invoice or collected upon delivery, depending on nursery and method of shipment. 
 
DEPOSIT:  A non-refundable cash deposit of up to 25% of total order may be required upon receipt of acknowledgement.  Some products, due to 
their nature of production, may require a higher deposit. 
 
PAYMENT:  Payment terms and credit policies of the supplying nursery take precedent and govern orders, when orders are booked directly to the 
supplying nursery by the Company and are not brokered or invoiced by the Company.  You may be required to establish credit directly with the 
supplying nursery. 
 Orders invoiced directly by the Company will be Net 30 days to established customers.  To establish credit with us, we request reliable 
nursery references and the name of your bank and a completed credit application and personal guarantee of payment.  For all other customers, we 
require payment in full prior to shipment.  Volume or other discounts for new orders will not be allowed when an older, past due balance remains 
unpaid. 
 
SERVICE CHARGE:  A Service Charge of 1.5% of the net balance owing will be added for each month or portion of a month from the invoice date 
if payment is not made within 30 days.  (This is an ANNUAL RATE of 18%).  Payments received will be applied to service charges first, freight and 
other miscellaneous charges next, if added to invoice, and any balance to product. 
 
COLLECTIONS: Seller retains a security interest in all plant material until it has been fully paid for.  In the event repossession or collection 
becomes necessary, buyer will pay for all costs of collection and repossession.  Costs include, but are not limited to, court costs and reasonable 
attorney fees whether or not prosecuted to final judgment. 
 
ORDERS:  No orders for future delivery can be booked until all previous season’s accounts are paid in full, including service charges.  Minimum 
order size depends on the terms and conditions of the supplying nursery.  Plant material must be ordered in full bundles and/or multiples as dictated 
by the supplying nursery. 
 
ALLOCATIONS: We endeavor to provide a fair allocation of material and are especially conscious of those longtime customers who have 
previously taken a broad product order, have honored their commitments and keep their accounts current; however, the supplying nursery’s policies 
for allocation of product take precedent and govern the transaction.  Each supplying nursery may have a different allocation method. 
 
CANCELLATIONS:  Late cancellations will not be permitted.  Cancellations are subject to approval by the supplying nursery.  All requests for 
cancellations must be made in writing.  Any deposits made will be forfeited on cancellations made by the customer. 
 
GUARANTEE:  The Company exercises great care to deliver quality, first class, true to name, disease free nursery stock.  However, we give NO 
warranty or guarantee, expressed or implied, as to the life, description, quality, productiveness or any other matter of any nursery stock or plants that 
we sell or broker.  Individual supplying nurseries may have other policies, which will take precedent and govern any order or delivery from them.  
The Company will work with you and the nursery to resolve any claims or differences, but the Company shall not be held liable for any unresolved 
claims or disputes. 
 We accept all orders subject to crop conditions, possible errors in counts, and with understanding that any order should be void should 
injury befall the product because of hail, fire, frost or other causes beyond our control.   
 
SUBSTITUTIONS:  It is mutually agreed, unless specifically stated on each order, with each supplying nursery, that if we or the supplying nursery 
cannot supply the size requested or ordered, then a substitute of a similar size or product may be made at our or the supplying nursery’s discretion.  
We will attempt to notify and advise you of possible substitutions, if we have knowledge of them, and advise you of alternatives.  In some cases, a 
supplying nursery will substitute without notice to you or us, and without our knowledge.  In these cases, we cannot be held liable for their actions. 
 
BACK ORDERS: There are situations where items are not available to ship on the date you request to receive them.  These items may be back 
ordered and then shipped later if possible.  If delivery cannot be economically arranged, we will contact you.   
 
CLAIMS:   All claims must be made in writing within seven (7) days of receipt of material.  All unsatisfactory or rejected goods must be held for our 
advice or disposition.  Damage to product from transportation must be noted on the freight bill, and we must be advised of any damage immediately.
